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                              Towards a Conservative Renaissance 
 
It was election night last November and we had family visiting from the old country. As we watched the Election 
results on TV, and the inevitability of our loss began to sink in, a relative said in an east European accent — you 
ran away from socialism, but socialism caught up with you? Once you've experienced it, you can always sense it 
coming. 
 
But for the vast majority of Americans, our foray into socialism is uncharted territory. And it appears that only a 
few months into the experiment most Americans already have an uneasy feeling that this is not the "hope" and 
"change" that they signed up for — a new reality where energy will be green but electricity rationed, healthcare 
free but unavailable, and prosperity taxed out of existence to pay the freight to utopia. 
 
If we are ever to write our history objectively again, it will seem simply amazing to our descendants that only 20 
years after Ronald Reagan's presidency and 17 years after the fall of communism, as US stood at its absolute 
pinnacle of power, we willingly elected to "change" the formula for the most successful   society in human history, 
and voluntarily erase the "5,000 year leap." 
 
How did we fall for it? This is how: socialism is the best immunization against socialism - it is therefore most eas-
ily foisted upon those who have never experienced it. Way back in 1959 Soviet Leader Nikita Khrushchev said: 
'We cannot expect the Americans to jump from capitalism to communism, but we can assist their elected leaders 
in giving Americans small doses of socialism until they suddenly awake to find they have communism." Read this 
again slowly and  understand how close we now are to that prediction. 
 
Socialism, like all utopian dogmas, is a road to failure paved with good intentions. Instead of the ideal of Fairness 
and equality (or "hope and change"), it inevitably devolves into a tyranny of mediocrity, an exploitation of the            
industrious and the productive by the incompetent and the lazy. It is incompatible with democracy and, it could 
exacerbate an economic downturn into a disaster. As Thomas Jefferson said, "Democracy will cease to exist 
when you take away from those who are willing to work and give to those who are not." 
 
Every society in history, and especially the communist regimes, has always had more "have-nots" than ―haves‖. 
The genius of the American society is to give the ―have-nots" a real hope and opportunity for a better life — to 
become, through education, hard work and Ingenuity, the "haves"; to achieve the     American Dream. To disman-
tle the dream, the left must persuade the majority that the "system" is against them, that they don't have a future 
or a vested interest in the current society. For the left to succeed, America must be portrayed as a failure, an op-
pressive, racist, greedy, polluting, war-mongering nation; where war veterans are potential terrorists and "the 
chickens have come home to roost" 
 
Those of us who have lived elsewhere know that this is a lie; we know that America is what Lincoln said it was - 
"the last best hope of earth" and that most of the rest of the world outside of the "developed nations" and exotic 
tourist enclaves, is a disastrous jumble of narco-kleptocracies, terrorist theocracies or just plain old failed state 
anarchies, where human life is, in the words of Thomas Hobbes "poor, nasty, brutish and short."  
 
We can't allow the predictions and plans of the socialist left to come true. We must shed the irrational guilt for our 
success and the urge to apologize for who we are. "Americans need to face the truth about themselves," Jeane 
Kirkpatrick once remarked, "no matter how pleasant it is." 
 
The Republicans must first take back the house and senate in 2010, and then find a rock-solid conservative presi-
dential candidate, not a RINO, for 2012. That may be the last chance for America to again become "a Shining 
City on the Hill, the last best hope of man on earth, where the best days are yet to come."
