Dear Members, 
     This month I wanted to 
comment on the political 
parallels that I have lived 
through.  Some of you 
know my story and I’m 
sure many do not.  
     My parents and I fled 
Communism twice.  The 
first time was from Spain 
in 1936, during the civil 
war. We got on a ship to 
Cuba.  There, we started 
out with five people in one 
room in a boarding house; 
and as my father and un-
cle found work, we even-
tually got 2 rooms.  My 
parents and I stayed in 
one and my grandfather 
and uncle in the other.    
     Needless to say, life 
improved over the years 
and we ended up with a 
nice apartment and a suc-
cessful business.  THEN  
Castro came along.  He 
started with his band of 
guerillas up in the moun-
tains. He promoted 
CHANGE!  Medical care 
for all, help the poor, level 

out the playing field, de-
mocratic government, and 
free education for all.  Kill-
ing of protestors and politi-
cal personnel was rampant. 
     Fidel and his brother 
Raul killed anyone they 
didn’t convince to join 
them.  His takeover came 
on New Years Eve, 1959.   
Change seemed good to 
many of the Cubans, but as 
the months rolled by, my 
father recognized what 
would come to pass.   
     Through friends in the 
old government he started 
arranging passports, visas 
and such, to leave the 
country.  It took many 
months, but when he finally 
had it all together he called 
a family conference and 
presented everything that 
had been done.  In a state 
of shock we asked how, 
when and why?  He ex-
plained his reasoning, and 
within a few weeks we 
were on a plane to Spain.  
Only my uncle was told at 
the last minute and handed 

the keys to everything.  
We locked the doors on a 
nice home, a successful 
business, and cars.   
     We were among the 
first to escape and had 
the opportunity to take 
several suitcases full of 
cameras and equipment, 
so my father could start 
over.  We had some 
clothing and had con-
verted cash to jewels that 
we could sell later to sur-
vive.  When my uncle’s 
family left two years later, 
they were allowed out 
with no cash, no clothing, 
no jewelry nor mementos.   
     The moral of my 
story?  I SEE THE SAME 
CALL FOR CHANGE, 
MONEY CONTROL, EX-
CESSIVE GIVE-AWAYS, 
GIVE TO THE POOR 
AND TAKE FROM THE 
RICH AND THE RHETO-
RIC THAT HAPPENED 
IN CUBA IN 1959 TO 
THE PRESENT.  I AM 
TRULY AFRAID FOR 
OUR AMERICA.

Washington, D.C. – Congressman 
Tom Rooney (R-Fla.) has co-
sponsored The Fairness in Housing 
Recovery Act of 2009 to tackle the 
foreclosure crisis in Florida. The plan 
aims to mitigate mortgage foreclo-
sures, facilitate and include fairness in 
housing recovery, and combat mort-
gage fraud. This bill will help struggling, 
responsible homeowners, while pre-

venting “flippers” from profiting off 
taxpayer assistance.  
      “Restoring stability to the housing 
market, especially in South Florida, is 
a key step in getting our economy 
back on track,” said Rooney. “This bill 
is an important step in helping to keep 
people in their homes without reward-
ing bad actors at the expense of 
those who have been responsible 

homeowners. We cannot allow 
speculators, criminals and illegal 
aliens to take advantage of a pro-
gram aimed at responsible borrow-
ers who are struggling to stay in 
their homes.”

The Fairness in Housing Recovery Act of 2009 would 
help troubled borrowers to refinance into loans  
that better meet their family budgets, but it would bar 
taxpayer support from those who misrepresented their 
income to get a mortgage, aren’t living in the resi-
dence, were convicted of financial fraud, or aren’t in 
the country legally with permanent status. Included in 
the bill are provisions to grant flexible authority to the 
Secretary of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) 
to insure refinanced mortgages for homeowners that 
meet the necessary standards, as the Obama Admini-
stration requested. It also provides a safe harbor from 
lawsuits for mortgage servicers who engage in speci-
fied loan modifications – reversing one of the leading 
reasons cited by servicers who have turned away 
homeowners seeking to refinance. In addition, it ex-
pands HUD-approved mortgage counseling services 
and provides additional resources for the FBI and De-
partment of Justice to combat mortgage fraud.
