Why are Americans so 
united?  
 
They would not resemble 
one another even if you 
painted them all one 

color! They speak all the   
languages of the world 
and form an astonishing 
mixture of civilizations 
and religious beliefs. 
 
On 9/11, the American 
tragedy turned three  
hundred million people 
into a hand put on the 
heart. Nobody rushed to 
accuse the White House, 
the Army, or the Secret 
Service that they are only 
a bunch of losers.       
Nobody rushed to empty 
their bank accounts.   
Nobody rushed out onto 
the streets nearby to 
gape about.  
 
Instead the Americans 
volunteered to donate 
blood and to give a   
helping hand. 
 
After the first moments of 
panic, they raised their 
flag over the smoking 
ruins, putting on T-shirts, 
caps and ties in the    
colors of the national flag. 
They placed flags on 
buildings and cars as if in 
every place and on every 
car a government official 
or the president was 
passing on every        
occasion, they started 
singing: 'God Bless 
America!ô  
 
I watched the live    
broadcast and rerun after 
rerun for hours listening 
to the story of the guy 
who went down one       
hundred floors with a 
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According to recent opinion polls, even in these bleak days of descent into socialism, conservatives are still by far the largest 

plurality of Americans ï representing between 40% to as high as 47% of the adult population, far in excess of the 22% who iden-

tify as Republicans. It is clear that most of the conservatives do not identify themselves as Republicans ï the question is did the 

conservatives leave the Republican Party, or did the Republican Party leave them? 

 

I suspect it is the latter. Many conservatives and moderates were fed up with Republican bungling in the last few years of the 

Bush administration.

Only two teams in the finals and the winner takes all.ò 

 

He was exactly right. There is no room in the American ñfirst across the finish lineò electoral system for more than two major 

political partiesétwo at a time that is. For you political junkies, this is called the Duvergerôs law. What it means for the regular 

folk, is that by the time you are really ready to vote, the election boils down to two pre-selected candidates ï choice a and b,   

neither of whom may be your first pick anyway. 

 

While calls for the formation of a third ñreal conservativeò party have grown louder recently, especially from the conservative 

grass roots and the talk radio circuit, it takes an understanding of the American political system to realize that a third political 

party cannot compete with the two major parties ï that is unless it replaces one of the two (and guess which one is currently the 

more likely candidate!) 

 

When the Republican Party was formed in 1854 in opposition to the Kansas-Nebraska Act, the two major parties in the United 

States were the Democratic Party and the Whig Party.  In six short years, by 1860, we had our first Republican president. Talk 

about right timing! Republicans did not compete with Whigs ï they replaced the Whigs. While I donôt see an immediate danger 

of another third party replacing the Republicans, it could happen in a few election cycles if a third party successfully claims the 

conservative agenda, and by default the mainstream electorate. Unfortunately I donôt see the Republican Party leadership today 

catering to its core conservative constituency. 

 

Letsô face it: in 2008 election, more people voted against the Republicans than for the Democrats. Without the dissatisfied con-

servatives, moderates and other ñswing votersò, the Democrats would not have won. 

 

Core democratic constituents alone did not win the election last year. They are a patchwork of fringe elements that have nothing 

in common except varying degrees of hatred and dissatisfaction with the previous administration, capitalism and the American 

way of life in general. 

 

Educationally, they make an inverse bell curve of the undereducated on the one end and the overeducated on the other, with not 

much ñaverageò population in between: a house of cards cobbled together from unemployed ñcommunity activistsò and PhDôs in 

transgender studies. I exaggerate for effect, but you get the picture. 

 

But donôt take my word for it. Here is what that famous cultural icon, rapper Snoop Dog said right before the election, and I 

quote: "People that I know that have never cared about politics are registering to vote this time: gang members, ex-cons, you 

name it. I hate to see a lot of that hope go down the drain, and if he loses, it will." 

 

According to another recent poll, Democrats can claim 64% of high school dropouts and 58% of post-graduate degree holders, 

both of which (luckily) are still a relatively small segment of the total population. Neither of these groups was likely to have ever 

met a payroll, cured a disease or built a skyscraper. But thatôs who is running your economy now.  

 

Unfortunately in the last election, the leftists were able to sway huge numbers of mainstream voters in between those two ex-

tremes of gang bangers and failed intellectuals, to act as their useful idiots and glue the whole thing together. Which proves that 

contrary to Lincolnôs famous observation, it is sufficient to fool most of the people just once. 

 

On the other hand, a society comprised of a small over-educated elite and a huge dumbed-down mass may be the leftôs ideal. 

How else can you explain the lavish self-praise that the administration heaped upon itself just last week for lowering the unem-

ployment rate from 9.5% to 9.4%, while at the same time the number of unemployed actually rose by 247,000.

The boy had been studying music in the South when the war broke 
out. Without telling his father, the boy enlisted in the Confederate Army.  
 
The following morning, heartbroken, the father asked permission of his superiors to give his son a full military 
burial, despite his enemy status. His request was only partially granted. The Captain had asked if he could have 
a group of Army band members play a funeral dirge for his son at the funeral. The request was turned down 
since the soldier was a Confederate.    
 
But, out of respect for the father, they did say they could give him only one musician. The Captain chose a     
bugler. He asked the bugler to play a series of musical notes he had found on a piece of paper in the pocket of 
the dead youth's uniform.
